Day 1: Begin Your Tour ¢ Arrive in San Francisco

After breakfast, proceed to Lake Tahoe. Enroute visit Napa Valley. Napa County is north of San
Francisco, in California. It's known for hundreds of hillside vineyards in the Napa Valley wine region.
In the city of Napa, Oxbow Public Market features regional gourmet food. The Napa Valley Wine
Train is a vintage locomotive and traveling restaurant running through the valley. Northwest of
Napa is Yountville, a town known for high-end restaurants and sparkling wine. You can also visit
Sacramento. Sacramento, capital of the U.S. state of California, lies at the confluence of the
Sacramento and American River. The district of Old Sacramento harkens back to the city’s Gold
Rush era, with wooden sidewalks and wagon rides. One of several museums in Old Sacramento, the
California State Railroad Museum depicts the construction of the Transcontinental Railroad, one of
the country’s earliest technological feats. On arrival, transfer to the hotel & check-in. Evening is
kept free for leisure.

Adventure Center, Earthquake Fault, Minaret Vista, Mammoth Brewing Company, International
Alpine Guides, Ski Centers & many more. Overnight in Mammoth Lake.

Today we will proceed to Death Valley. Visit Death Valley National Park (subject to weather
conditions).

It is one of the hottest places in the world along with
deserts in the Middle East. Proceed to Las Vegas. On arrival, transfer to the hotel & check-in.
